本報告は、仙台藩宿老後藤家文書の中に伝来する作成者不明史料に着目し、当該史料の作成者や年
代の解明を試みた成果を述べることを目的とするものである。特に、同家文書の作成者不明史料の中
には幕末期に藩主伊達慶邦が作成したと推定される史料が複数残されている。これらの史料はこれま
での仙台藩研究の中では用いられておらず、今後のさらなる検討や研究の中での活用にむけた展望に
ついても紹介する。

‘Identification and Analysis of Unattributed Documents within the Gotō Family Archives of the Sendai Domain’

The purpose of this presentation is to report findings regarding the authorship and dating of 
previously unidentified documents transmitted within the Gotō-ke monjo (Archives of the 
Gotō Family), a lineage of hereditary elders (shukurō) serving the Sendai Domain. Specifical-
ly, this study focuses on a set of unattributed documents within the collection that are 
estimated to have been authored by the daimyo, Date Yoshikuni, during the Bakumatsu 
(Late Tokugawa) period. As these documents have not been utilized in prior scholarship 
regarding the Sendai Domain, this presentation will also discuss the prospects for their 
future examination and application in historical research.
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This presentation explores Evenki–Tungus histories of warfare and resistance in 
Eastern Siberia, drawing on long-term ethnographic fieldwork, archival sources, and 
oral histories. While Soviet scholarship portrayed the Evenki as peaceful collectivist 
peoples, historical and ethnographic evidence reveals a complex legacy of inter-clan 
conflicts, shamanic leadership in both spiritual and material warfare, anti-Soviet 
uprisings, and large-scale wartime mobilization during the Second World War. The 
talk also examines contemporary dynamics of enlistment, shaped by economic 
marginalization and historical memory, and describes them as “coercive 
voluntarism.” Together, these perspectives highlight how Evenki communities have 
continuously negotiated survival, dignity, and political agency across shifting 
imperial and state regimes.
