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Introduction

Reconsidering Area Studies from the Perspectives of Evolution and War

(Director, Center for Northeast Asian Studies, Tohoku University)

Area studies is generally defined as an interdisciplinary socio-scientific research endeavor focused on specific
geographical or historic-culturally related spatial domains. It is often centered around disciplines such as history,
anthropology, and political science, leading to established fields like Southeast Asian Studies, African Studies, and
Slavic Studies.

The Center for Northeast Asian Studies (CNEAS), established in 1996, was founded in an era where cross-
border international cooperation became possible following the collapse of the Cold War. With the possibility of
conducting fieldwork in previously restricted areas like the former Soviet Union and China, its mission was to provide
interdisciplinary clarification of various anticipated issues related to environment, economic development, and
cultural exchange.

Through nearly three decades of accumulated research, we have arrived at the conceptualization of area studies
as the interaction between environment and culture. Based on this understanding, we have pursued research structured
around three key pillars: 1) Regional understanding through an Anthro-historical timescale, 2) The region viewed
from the perspective of Great Power/imperial governance and ethnic diversity, and 3) Understanding and sharing
diverse cross-border issues. The distinct characteristics of CNEAS's approach to area studies lie in its Anthro-
historical perspective, which incorporates natural history, and its focus on the relationship between ethnic diversity
and the historical Great Powers in the region, namely China and Russia.

This symposium aims to foster discussions based on the research accumulated under the former two of the
pillars mentioned above.

One such theme is anthropological history, including natural history. The researchers within our center who
lead this area, particularly those in natural sciences such as biology, utilize the concept of "Evolution." They have
sought to elucidate the originating processes of the "Nature" we perceive around us, suggesting that the involvement
of culture and society plays a key role in these processes. Crucially, this concept is Darwinian evolution, not the
social evolutionism often critically imagined by many humanities and social science scholars. Evolution, resulting
from the interaction between environment and genes in a given time and space, is purposeless; only outcomes exist,
making it value-neutral. This perspective has been incorporated into natural sciences like geochronology, as well as
into evolutionary psychology and evolutionary economics, gaining a certain foothold in the social sciences.

Reappraising area studies through this lens of "Evolution" is one of the main objectives of this symposium.
This framework offers an opportunity to re-examine changes in human society not merely in terms of ideas, behavior,
and institutions, but also in relation to the environment in the broader sense, including the historical axis.

The second objective is to reconsider area studies using the concept of "War." This is directly related to the
pillar focused on Great Power governance and ethnic diversity. The contemporary world order established since the
1990s has undergone irreversible change due to the systemic social crises related to the COVID-19 pandemic since
the late 2010s, and conflicts such as the Russia-Ukraine War and the Palestine-Israel War. The initial globalism of
peace and cooperation that prevailed when the Center was established has shifted to one defined by conflict and
confrontation. This shift profoundly affects the relationship between nation-states, ethnic groups, and other minorities.
By examining these issues through various angles, including historical and global comparative perspectives, we hope
to gain a new outlook on the Northeast Asian region.

The concepts of "Evolution" and "War" were either absent from or not foregrounded in conventional area
studies. By exploring these two concepts from the context of Northeast Asian research and challenging ourselves to
integrate them, we aim to gain novel methodological perspectives and open up new vistas for regional understanding.

Keynote Lecture 1

Area Studies and Foreign Policy Research:
A Perspective from the History of East Asian International Relations

Shin KAWASHIMA
(The University of Tokyo)

Biography : Shin Kawashima (KAWASHIMA Shin), Professor, Graduate School of Arts and Sciences, The
University of Tokyo. Specialist in East Asian international relations history and the political and diplomatic
history of China and Taiwan. Professor Kawashima’s research focuses on the modern and contemporary history
of Chinese diplomacy and Sino-Japanese relations. He explores the formation and transformation of the
international order in East Asia—particularly in relation to China, Taiwan, and Japan—by integrating historical
inquiry with contemporary political analysis. His work combines empirical and theoretical approaches to issues
such as China’s perceptions of foreign relations, nationalism, the Taiwan issue, and broader themes of
sovereignty, memory, and historical consciousness in postwar East Asia. In addition to his academic work, he
actively engages in public discourse on current developments in China and Taiwan through television
appearances, newspaper commentary, and policy discussions, providing important insights into international
politics in East Asia.

In recent years, the international order has been significantly shaken. The rise of China, Russia’s actions, and
the transformation of the United States—once regarded as the leading representative of the advanced industrial
democracies—form part of this background. At the same time, regional powers often described as “emerging
countries” are playing increasingly important roles in international politics and attracting attention as actors that
conduct foreign policy. Yet it is far from easy to determine how best to conceptualize and analyze them.

How, then, can area studies—particularly of non-advanced regions such as Asia, which have traditionally
focused on rural communities and socio-economic structures—approach the study of foreign policy? To be sure, non-
advanced countries have long been included in foreign policy research. However, much of this work has examined
them primarily from the perspective of economic cooperation and “development.” In the fields of international
politics and diplomatic studies, research has largely centered on advanced countries and great powers, while non-
advanced countries have seldom been treated as principal actors. Methodologically as well, approaches developed in
the study of advanced countries’ diplomacy have generally been applied. Even in the field of diplomatic history—
sometimes considered “outdated” in advanced countries—research may focus on specific states such as China or
Turkey, but the limited availability of diplomatic archives continues to constrain in-depth study of many non-
advanced countries.

How can these challenges be overcome? First, it is necessary to position the countries under study as active
subjects in their own right and to conduct research with them as the grammatical and analytical “subject.” Second,
analysis should build upon the achievements of area studies, incorporating attention to regional socio-economic
structures as well as historically significant ideas and intellectual traditions. In other words, foreign policy research
must be grounded in, and attentive to, the specific regional contexts from which it emerges.
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Keynote Lecture 2

Two Sides to Conflict: What deep Eurasian history and contemporary
Africa reveal about the evolution of social order
Thomas E. CURRIE
(University of Exeter)

Biography : Thomas E. Currie specializes in cultural evolution and human behavioral ecology. He received his ;
Ph.D. in Anthropology from University College London (UCL), where he conducted cross-cultural comparative
research on political organization. He worked as a postdoctoral researcher at the University of Tokyo and UCL.

He then joined the University of Exeter as a faculty member and is currently Professor of the Evolution of Social
Systems and Sustainability in the Centre for Ecology and Conservation there. His research has focused on large- !
scale comparative analyses of the evolution of social complexity from an evolutionary perspective, such as the
emergence of social institutions, cooperative behavior, and social inequality. An example includes the role of

warfare in the long-term development of socio-political complexity across Eurasia. Recently, he has also engaged

in field research on the resilience of pastoral societies under environmental change in Kenya. By integrating :
macro-scale comparative research with fieldwork, he is leading investigations on human social and cultural
diversity.

Conflict has been a recurrent feature of human societies from deep time to the present day. Although its extent,
intensity, and institutional form have varied enormously across regions and historical periods, conflict is often
associated with severe negative outcomes, including loss of life, displacement, resource depletion, and the erosion of
trust and cooperation. Yet a long tradition of research in anthropology, history, and political economy has argued that
conflict can also play a paradoxical role in shaping social and political organization. Scholars of collective action
have suggested that external threats may foster internal cooperation, and as states expand they often attempt to reduce
conflict within their boundaries.

In this talk, I explore these dual perspectives through two contrasting empirical lenses. First, I draw on large-
scale comparative analyses spanning roughly 3,000 years of Eurasian history to test hypotheses about how conflict,
alongside other factors, has contributed to the development of institutions and cultural traits that facilitated the
emergence, spread, and persistence of large-scale complex societies. I then turn to contemporary pastoralist societies
in Kenya, where inter-group conflict over access to natural resources is undermining collective action. Drawing on
ongoing field-based and quantitative research, I show how conflict in this context erodes trust, fragments governance,
and constrains efforts to manage shared rangelands sustainably.

Bringing these cases together, I argue that insights from the long-run evolution of social order, combined with
an appreciation of local cultural and ecological conditions, can inform present-day efforts to improve collective action
in these groups. I conclude by discussing how ongoing and future research is exploring how this perspective can help
local communities design equitable and inclusive institutions that improve coordination across groups and enable

them to manage common resources and natural environments more sustainably.
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The Future of Northeast Asian Studies

Since its establishment in 1996, the Center for Northeast Asian Studies (CNEAS) has produced many
distinguished scholars. Over the past thirty years, the political, economic, and social conditions of Northeast Asia
have changed significantly, and approaches to research have evolved accordingly. In 2026, as Al becomes
increasingly embedded in everyday life and the world once again shows signs of moving toward great-power conflict,

Collaborations and Connections: Understanding Coastal Tohoku
Alyne DELANEY
(Center for Northeast Asian Studies, Tohoku University)

Collaboration with co-researchers and local stakeholders plays a central role in research in Northeast Asia. From
an anthropological perspective in particular, knowledge is understood as something co-produced through long-term
relationships, trust, and the practical knowledge of local communities. Communities are not merely objects of study

but active partners whose lived experiences and historical memories shape more ethical and meaningful research.

This exhibit introduces three forms of collaborative research undertaken by Professor Delaney: (1)
interdisciplinary (transdisciplinary) collaboration with fishers, local residents, and researchers from other fields,
working across the boundaries of natural science and anthropology; (2) research conducted through participant
observation with an ujiko (Shrine parisioners group) young men’s group, engaging in festival organization, shrine
maintenance, and the upkeep of forest evacuation trails in preparation for disasters; and (3) collaborative research
with the “Seven-Seven Support Team,” a group formed by survivors of the Great East Japan Earthquake who now

support other disaster-affected areas and work to pass on their experiences to the next generation.

How is War Remembered and Transmitted

Eighty years have passed since the end of the Second World War. As most people with wartime experience have
passed away, we are entering a post-experience era in which only those without such experience remain. At the same
time, new wars involving Russia and Israel give the impression that the world is once again moving toward war and
conflict. Why do societies that once endured devastating wars come to wage war again? How have war memories

been transmitted over time?

This session seeks to unsettle seemingly fixed conflicts over war memory that emerge within national histories.
By focusing on field-based perspectives and vernacular memories that cannot be fully absorbed into national
narratives, it challenges the framework of the nation-state from within. Examining conflicts ranging from the Imjin
War (1592-98) to the Pacific War, the German—Soviet War, the Sino-Japanese War, the Korean War, and the
Vietnam War, the session highlights the diverse, locally grounded ways in which wars have been transmitted beyond

official histories and media representations.

Digitization, Openness, and the Integrity of Humanities

Digitalization and open science are driven by multiple factors, including reflection on past irresponsible research
practices and increasing interaction between academic communities and societies in democratic contexts. Focusing
on these two trends, this session presents an overview of a research ecosystem undergoing profound transformation
through both technological and intellectual change. In doing so, it seeks to reconsider how the integrity of scholarly
research can be ensured and to explore ways to strengthen the cumulative nature of research while meeting the

standards of fairness and integrity required in contemporary society.

The session will feature four speakers. Yui Arimatsu will discuss challenges facing the Japanese humanities
through international comparisons in the academic and inter-governmental contexts. While the Science Council of
Japan has identified inadequate research data management as a form of misconduct, institutionalization remains a
challenge. Eiri Ono will address this issue based on his work in research data management at a university. Sakiko
Kawabe will introduce the concept of “loose preservation” through examples of digitalization and community
collaboration in cultural heritage preservation. Finally, Kohei Tamura will present perspectives on digitalization and
openness at the Center for Northeast Asian Studies and on reconstructing the research ecosystem in human history
studies. We hope this session will contribute to renewed reflection on scholarly integrity and the relationship between

academic communities and societies.

Digital Archive of Northeast Asian Studies and Eternal Nakao Blizzard
Kohei TAMURA

In response to concerns about questionable research practices in the humanities and social sciences as well as
broader movements toward the democratization of research, digitization and openness have been regarded as key
strategies for enhancing transparency, accountability, and the cumulative development of knowledge. In this talk, I
will present our two initiatives in relation to digitization and openness: the Digital Archive of Northeast Asian Studies

and the Eternal Nakao Blizzard.

The Digital Archive of Northeast Asian Studies was launched in 2021 to make publicly available primarily
image-based data collected through fieldwork and other activities by researchers affiliated mainly with the Center for
Northeast Asian Studies. Its aim is to widely disseminate information for research, education, and outreach purposes,
as well as to preserve the research data collected by retiring faculty members. I will also discuss the legal and ethical

challenges that warrant particular consideration in area studies.

Research on human history can be characterized by the frequent overturning of established theories in light of
new data and theoretical developments. For this reason, greater importance must be placed on the process of research
rather than results, with particular emphasis on transparency and cumulativeness. This requires a transformation of
the research ecosystem, including data sharing, reproducible methods, and appropriate ethical standards. The Eternal
Nakao Blizzard plays a pivotal role in this transformation. Its name was democratically selected and named after
philosopher Hisashi Nakao’s flash to slash murky intellectual traditions in the Japanese humanities. Finally, I would

also like to outline our ongoing activities related to the digital preservation of cultural heritage and social engagement.
